This is the front of the card and the first 
thing people will see. The store name 
and/or logo should go here. If the store is 
going to use a seal to close their cards, all 
the artwork should stay in this box. If they 
are going to use seals align to the top edge.

This is the back of the card. This area is 
usually used to deliver any of the following 
information:

Care Instructions

Hours of Operation

Services Offered

Testimonials

Other Promotional Material

This is the back of the delivery slip.

Some stores want the driver to detach this 
prior to delivery, in which case there is no 
reason to print anything.

Other store want the recipient to sign it and 
give it back to the florist.

If the florist is going to leave this portion 
attached you could consider adding market-
ing or care instructions not mentioned 
elsewhere.

If the store IS NOT going to use a seal to 
close their cards the artwork can extend 
into this box.
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This side shows you a sample
of a completed card.
